Cost & Child Care Subsidy

Daily fees are as listed. Enrolment fees are additional. All daily
fees may be discounted through the Child Care Subsidy (CCS)
system, if eligible. If it has not been done already, you must
submit a Complying Written Agreement for your child(ren)'s
Pagewood Public School Xplor profile, then confirm the
enrolment in your MyGov/Centrelink account.

Payment method

Direct Debit is the ONLY method of payment available. Your
Direct Debit information must be updated in your Xplor online
account (home.myxplor.com) before a booking can be
confirmed and accounts at all services must be up to date.
